Algemene instructie t.b.v. Labels en hoezen

Please send us your artwork on two different CD-roms.

CD-rom#1.with your data of sleeve (buitenhoes) artwork

CD-rom#2 with your data of label artwork

Also send us copies (in colour) of all your printed artwork, so that we have an exact example.

1.1 How to save your artwork

To keep everything well organised we have a few requests:

• Please use our templates (as mentioned in 2.5).

• Save your Fonts and Images in separate folders.

• After you have saved your artwork, open this saved version so you can check you i0have really not forgotten a thing.

• If you send us multiple items - album cover and a label, two or more labels, a sticker i0and a label - save them in separate folders

• when you send us your artwork, include a proof print of the definitive version.

• when you want your artwork to be printed in specific (Pantone) colours

use the exact colours in your artwork and mention them on your proofprint.

When you do so be sure that al the necessary items (fonts, images, documents) and a proof-print, pdf-file or screenshot of your artwork are enclosed.

Operating System

The firm which prints our labels uses the Apple Macintosh Operating System (MacOS). So if you work with Windows you should take care that you’re files are ready to be processed on Apple computers. This inclines that when you are using Coreldraw, you should export your files as “.AI”-files. Do not forget to transform all your typeface's into curves. When doing so, because fonts used on the Windows Operating System and Macintosh OS are not compatible (not even when they have the same name).

Also you need to enclose all your embedded graphics., We have discovered that when Coreldraw converts it’s documents into “.AI”-files it sometimes forgets placed images. Our studio will see to it that this will be corrected.

To ensure a fluent, effective (and therefore fast) workflow, we recommend you to follow the guidelines mentioned later on in this manual. We ask for your cooperation, so we can ensure a high quality product.

2: Labels

If you send us your digital artwork, be sure that all the necessary files are included such as: Images (tiff-, eps- or jpeg-files) and Fonts (Screen- and Printer fonts). If your images are embedded in eps-files, please enclose the used images separately (just in case). 

Please consider a bleed of 2,5 mm, otherwise part of your (round) text and/or image may be cut off incorrectly. To ensure that a roundtext will not be cut off, place it in a circle with a diameter of 96 mm. So the dimensions of the separate files (including the necessary bleed) are 105 mm in diameter.

2.2 QuarkXPress

If you use QuarkXpress (on an Apple Macintosh) there shouldn’t be any problems. However it is preferred if you use the templates as mentioned in 1.5 Templates 12” labels and 1.6 Templates 7” label.

The document dimensions must be 105 (width) x 210 mm (height), Side A must be on top and Side B below. If there is also a Side C and D (or more) place them in a new document. If you want your artwork to be printed in specified (Pantone) colours, please use the exact colours.

2.3 Illustrator, Freehand

When you design your artwork in Adobe Illustrator or Macromedia Freehand, we’d like you to save it as an eps-file. It would be even more convenient if you save the different faces as separate files. If you use embedded graphics (like tiff-, eps- or jpeg-files), please include these files.

2.4 Photoshop

Please create different files for each of the faces. Furthermore you should pay attention to the resolution, the colour mode, and the dimensions of your document.

• The resolution of a an image (at the actual size) must be 300 lpi. Do not increase this i0value this will only increase the size of your document instead of the quality.

• Be sure that your Full colour documents are in CMYK-mode (not RGB!). Save them i0as tiff-files.

• When you use duotones, use the exact Pantone colours. Save them as eps-files.

• Grayscale images must also be saved as tiff-files.

• The dimensions of the documents for each separate side (face) must be 105 x 105 mm, your artwork must be placed exactly in the centre and don't forget to consider the bleed margin and the maximum diameter you can place your (round)text in.

2.5 Template 12” label

The following template for a 12”label is made in QuarkXPress If you use other software our studio takes care that your files are placed correctly within these templates. However it gives you an idea how all artwork is processed and therefore this template can be used as a guideline.

If you send us your digital artwork, be sure that all the necessary files are included such as: Images (tiff-, eps- or jpeg-files) and Fonts (Screen- and Printer fonts). If your images are embedded in eps-files, please enclose the used images separately (just in case).
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3: Album Covers 

Since covers are folded on machines which are very accurate and precise but not within 1/100 of a millimetre you also have to consider a bleed of 6 mm on all four sides, this is to avoid white paper showing on the folds at all times.

3.2 QuarkXPress

When you use XPress, you can use templates for all types of covers.

3.3 Illustrator, Freehand

When you design your artwork in Adobe Illustrator or Macromedia Freehand, we’d like you to save it as an eps-file. If you use embedded graphics (like tiff-, eps- or jpeg-files), please include these files. Your files will then later be placed in QuarkXpress-templates by our studio.

3.4 Photoshop

Pay attention to the resolution, the colour mode, and the dimensions of your document.

• The resolution of a an image (at the actual size) must be 300 lpi. Do not increase this i0value this will only increase the size of your document instead of the quality.

• Be sure that your Full colour documents are in CMYK-mode (not RGB!). Save them i0as tiff-files.

• When you use duotones, use the exact Pantone colours. Save them as eps-files.

• Grayscale images must also be saved as tiff-files.

• Our studio will see to it that your files are placed in QuarkXPresstemplates.

3.1 Template 12” covers
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The following pictures shows you the dimensions of a template made in QuarkXpress. However it are the dimensions used which are important. So whatever softwareyou are using, just use these dimensions and you’ll be okay. Our studio will see to it that everything comes out allright. The red lines show you the dimensions including the bleed: 3 mm on the left and right; 6 mm on the top and bottom. The blue lines indicate the final dimensions after processing the cover. You must see to it that text and logo’s are placed within the blue innerlines.
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
